Project SEARCH:

Project SEARCH is a student transition-to-work program PCBDD began in 2016 with the collaboration
from Pickaway-Ross Career and Technology Center (PRCTC), county school districts, Opportunifies
with Ohioans with Disabilities, and OhioHealth Berger Hospital. PRCTC has dedicated a full-time staff
to oversee the program. However, the number of students participating has not made this program
sustainable for PRCTC, and they requested assistance in covering the staff cost. PCBDD direct costs
over the last few years amounted to $350 for the annual Project SEARCH license. As this program is a
valuable training program that leads to employment for students upon graduation, | am requesting
PCBDD confribute $20,000 fo PRCTC to subsidize their costs to keep this program operational.

Compensation Schedule: To fulfill a 3-Year strategic plan objective to complete a wage audit, J K
Evans & Associates LLC conducted a wage audit. The leadership team analyzed every position using
a point factor system to determine pay hierarchy. Pay ranges were created by combining the point
factor analysis results with the OACB Salary Survey (see attached Point Factor System, Point Factor
Comparison, and Compensation Schedule). The process will be described in more detail during the
meeting.

The proposed salary ranges result in several employees earning less than the minimum pay rate. |
request the Board accept the proposed compensation schedule and authorize the Superintfendent to
adjust salaries below the minimum pay rate and make other equitable adjustments.
